anticipate any hardships. 

To deny ourselves means putting 
Christ’s claims and commands above 
our own desires. ‘Seek Ye firs the 
Kingdom’. 

To take up the cross means to be 
willing to commit our lives to Him and 
follow Him, even in persecution—die 
for Him if it comes to it. It is the attitude, 
not the suffering or shame endured that 
counts in God’s eyes. 

To lose ones life for His sake means 
not a martyr’s death, it’s how we invest 
our lives in His purpose and will, which 
will bring a harvest. If we continually 
seek after earthly fame or pleasures, 
we will lose our life, our peace and joy. 

Be dependant on God. Jesus said: 
Abide in Me, and I in you. As the 
branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless 
it abides in the vine, neither can you, 
unless you adibe in Me. I am the vine, 
you are the branches. He who abides 
in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; 
for without Me you can do 
nothing…..These things I have spoken 
to you, that My joy may remain in you, 
and that your joy may be full.” (John 15: 
4-5, & 11) 

What have we gotten ourselves into?  
Many people have asked that question 
when they are faced with a great personal 
risk. A mountain climber, for example, 
may wonder if the risk is worth the thrill of 
reaching the top. When his muscles feel 
as if they will give out, when winds whip 
at him, when his breathing becomes 
difficult because of the lack of oxygen, he 
will be tempted to stop and go back—quit! 

The same panic can strike a soldier. 
One day, a patriotic young man during 
World War Two envisioned fighting 
bravely and capturing the enemy lines, so 
he enlisted in the army. But, he was soon 
disappointed and disillusioned when his 
first assignment was behind a desk. So 
he complained to his sergeant, who in 
turn put in a transfer to the front line. 
When he arrived in the war torn zone of 
Germany, he was faced with a container 
of corpses. At that moment he wondered, 
what he’d got himself into. 

Many followers of Christ also may 
wonder this, when they read the words of 
Jesus regarding taking up a cross and 
losing their lives for Him. Perhaps they 
too fear they have signed up for a suicide 
mission instead of what they thought it 
would be—a world cruise! 

They have initially been told that if they 
receive Jesus as Saviour, He will bring 
peace and joy to their lives and they don’t 

Heavenly Father, Thank You for 
revealing to me, Your Son Jesus. 
Thank You that I can choose to follow 
Him and this is what I want to do from 
now on. I am sorry for all the things I 
have done that has offended you. 
Please forgive me and fill me with 
Your Holy Spirit, so that I can learn to 
listen to You and follow Your 
direction, from this time forth. For I 
ask this in Jesus’ name. Amen 
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
