All were exhausted having ran in fear for their lives 
from the hospital after giving birth. She was unmarried – an extremely 
shameful thing, culminating threats and often death.  

With no money and having no clue where to go, God was guiding them as 
they immediately got on the only train, which took six-hours to get to the 
capital. All they held onto was the memory that BMS was somewhere there. A 
taxi driver took them free of charge to BMS HQ, where the only worker was 
about to leave. The majority were out of the country at a conference. With no 
phones, they would have been truly stuck! A place was found almost 
immediately where they could stay and they are now safe. What a miracle!
